COQOS- CURRY ELECTRIC COOPERATIVE BOARD OF DIRECTORS APPROVES
SLATE OF CANDIDATES AND MODIFIES BALLOT COUNTING PROCESS

On Friday, May 12, 2006, the Coos- Curry Electric Cooperative
(CCEC) Board of Directors met by telephone conference to approve the
nominations for the upcoming board elections in accordance with CCEC
By- laws. Candidates were either nominated by the Nominating
Committees or through petitions signed by 15 or more qualified
members in a district. Deadline for nominations and petitions was May
10.

The Board of Directors approved the following candidates to be
placed on the CCEC ballot:

Terry C. Hanscam, Incumbent District 1 - Brookings/Harbor
John G. Herzog District 1 - Brookings/Harbor
Dale L. Thomas, Incumbent District 3 - Gold Beach

Gary R. Schlottmann District 3 - Gold Beach

Gary D. Doran, Incumbent District 4 - Port Orford/Langlois

Daryl C. Robison District 4 - Port Orford/Langlois



Ballots are expected to be mailed around May 30t. According to
CCEC By- laws and instructions that will be mailed with the ballots, all
members may vote for one board representative from each of the 3
districts. Members are reminded to read the instructions carefully as this
year’s election process is different than what it has been in the past.
Ballots must be completed, signed and returned in the ballot return
envelope prior to June 21stin order to be valid. Ballots will not be
accepted at CCEC area offices or on the day of the annual meeting.

Board of Directors also recently approved a change to the
independent election process. In the past CCEC has hired local bank
tellers or county elections personnel to count the ballots on behalf of the
membership, a practice that has been deemed “independent and
professional”’ by the Cooperative’s legal counsel as well as being cost-
effective for the membership. However this year, in response to a letter
and petition from a few members, the majority of whom reside in the Port
Orford area, the Cooperative will change the way the election ballots are
handled and counted. The change will result in an increased cost to the
membership. At the direction of the Board of Directors, CCEC’s legal
counsel Michael G. Hanlon reviewed the letter and petition from the Port
Orford members and provided a response. In that response, he said, “In
view of your request for further safeguards to ensure an independent
election process, despite the additional and not insubstantial expense,
the Board has authorized the engagement of an independent firm of
Certified Public Accountants to obtain and safeguard the ballots, conduct
the ballot count, and certify the election results this year.” The selection
of the accounting firm and the specific methodology of the election
counting process are currently underway.

Coos-Curry Electric Cooperative, Inc. (CCEC) was founded in 1939 by a group of Coos County,
Oregon, residents who wanted central-station electricity in their area. Today, the nonprofit cooperative has
more than 14,000 members 16,500 meters in Coos, Curry, and Douglas Counties, and more than 1,500
miles of line, including almost 53 miles of transmission line, between Gold Beach and Brookings.
