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CCEC HOLDS 68™ ANNUAL MEETING OF THE MEMBERSHIP

Approximately 250 members and their families and guests attended the 68™
Annual Meeting of the Coos-Curry Electric Cooperative, Inc. (CCEC)
membership held Saturday, June 24" at the Event Center on the Beach in Gold
Beach, Oregon.

General information about CCEC, electrical safety and the Automated Meter
Reader technology was available for viewing by the nearly 600 participants. A
Health Fair/Carnival sponsored by the cooperative and Curry County Hospital
provided education and fun for all; complete with blood pressure checks,
cholesterol screening and hearing tests. Members were provided a State of the
Cooperative and review of the financial reports for 2005 and the membership
conducted business in accordance with the cooperative’s By-Laws.

Board Secretary Dale Thomas reported that for the second year in a row, the
cooperative is in good financial health. Treasurer David Itzen reported that the
cooperative’s assets were nearly $75 million, membership equity at just over $40
million and long-term debt had been reduced to $26.8 million, leaving a very
positive debt-to-income ratio.

The membership also recognized Monte Lund, the member-elected director from
Myrtle Point who retired this year, after 26 years of service to the membership
and in accordance with a By-Law change last year that restructured districts and
began a process to reduce the Board size to five. “Monte has been a
tremendous contributor to this Board for 26 years, said Terry Hanscam,
President/Chairman of the Board. “We will miss his knowledge and insights —
and him — and we wish him well in retirement.”

The Coos Bay Certified Public Accounting firm of Wall & Wall P.C. announced
the results of the Board election. John G. Herzog, District 1 Brookings/Harbor,
Gary R. Schlottman, District 3 Gold Beach and Daryl C. Robison, District 4, Port
Orford/Langois were elected to the Board of Directors. Mr. Schlottman and Mr.
Herzog will serve 3 year terms, while Mr. Robison will complete a term vacated
earlier last year, ending 2007.
