COOS-CURRY ELECTRIC COOPERATIVE, INC. HOLDS REGULAR BOARD MEETING 
At the June board meeting of the Coos-Curry Electric Cooperative, Inc. (CCEC) held Saturday, June 23; the board of directors approved a policy meant to improve the process used for member input, provide improved access to board members and the general manager/CEO and create a better forum for dialog between members and the directors elected to serve their interests.  A new policy bulletin, No. 76A, was established to define the rules and procedures for attendance of members or other person(s) at meetings of the Board of Directors.  Since regular and special meetings of the Board of Directors of cooperatives are not subject to Oregon’s public meeting laws and as such are not open to the public, only a limited amount of time is typically set aside for member input with the majority of the meeting used by the board to conduct the business of the cooperative.  “The Board of Directors recognized that the time allotted at the board meetings to discuss the issues with the membership just wasn’t adequate nor were they spending adequate time on board issues,” commented Interim General Manager/CEO Roger Meader.  “In an attempt to balance the need for the Board of Directors to adequately discuss the issues before making the decisions that will affect the cooperative for decades to come and still be able to have a meaningful dialog with the membership on a wide range of issues, they established a new, informal member forum that will be held the first Thursday of every month unless otherwise noted.”  The first meeting will be held August 2nd at 7:00 p.m. at the Brookings CCEC office.  “Having these meetings in the evening rather than during the work day will provide an opportunity for more members to not only learn about the issues facing us, but be able to provide the input we need as we work together to prepare our cooperative for the future,” continued Meader.  The location of the meetings will be rotated among the four business areas and are open to any member, regardless of where they live.  Members wanting to attend the regularly-scheduled board meetings must complete Policy Bulletin No. 76A Form, stating their purpose for requesting attendance.  The form may be found on the CCEC website or obtained by calling any CCEC area office.
In other discussion, the Board of Directors learned that the Bonneville Power Administration had not yet released their Record of Decision (ROD) which will define what contract arrangements and wholesale power costs will be after 2011.  With regard to the T-1 transmission line upgrade, the economic analysis is expected to be complete before the August 2007 board meeting where the Board of Directors is expected to take action.

In other action, the Board of Directors approved a request for a donation of labor resources to upgrade the electrical facilities to structures at the Camp Fircroft Association, a non-profit organization that provides four weeks of camping experience each summer for youth between the ages 8 and 18.  The facilities are located near Langlois.  The board also donated $500 to the Curry Health Foundation.
