COOS-CURRY ELECTRIC COOPERATIVE INCREASES EMPHASIS ON CONSERVATION
    

October 6, 2009 [Port Orford, OR]:  At their regularly-scheduled board meeting, the Coos-Curry Electric Cooperative, Inc. (CCEC) board of directors gave a nod of approval to expand the number of programs offered as part of the Conservation Rate Credit (CRC) program through the Bonneville Power Administration (BPA).  The new CRC program, effective October 1st, includes energy efficient measures for irrigation systems as well as residential and commercial buildings.  Some funding was also set aside for renewable energy projects such as for solar water heaters.

“We have a very thick program manual to review once it is released on October 1st,” Megan Walters, Energy Conservation Specialist told the board during the presentation.  Walters explained that the cooperative would continue to offer programs such as rebates for Energy Star appliances, compact fluorescent bulbs and ductless heat pump installations.  In addition, under the expanded program list, rebates would be available for HVAC systems, weatherization and showerheads.  “The programs have very specific requirements that must be met in order to receive rebates,” Walters explained.  “And, with regard to programs such as insulation and windows, the rebates vary depending on the type of insulation and windows being installed.”  Walters said that with board approval, the member services department would plan to meet in October with local contractors to outline the various programs being offered and specific requirements for each.  Information on the ductless heat pump, Energy Star appliances rebates and compact fluorescent bulb rebates are available in area offices.  Information on the newly expanded programs will be available late October.      
Town Hall meetings are scheduled for October 14th at the cooperative’s Brookings office on Railroad Avenue and October 22nd at the cooperative’s Port Orford office.  Both meetings will begin at 6:00 p.m.  Members are welcome and encouraged to attend.
